Valentines for your Fabric Sweet Tooth

Cherry Pie Pincushion: Combine piecing with
embroidery details to capture everything we love
about cherries. Display on a glass footed dish
for that extra special touch. Pattern: $8.00

Flower Sugar Sewing Caddy: Armchair
caddy to hold your sewing necessities while
you sit and stitch. Pattern: $8.00.

Tranfer-Eze: This is the greatest thing since
sliced bread! Take all the prep-work out of em-
broidery. Simply copy embroidery design unto the
Transfer-Eze paper using an ink-jet printer. Peel
off the paper backing and stick the pressure sen-
sitive adhesive onto stitchery fabric. Stitch.
Soak in cool water for 5 minutes and Presto -
it’s gone. My other favorite trick - iron a piece
of fusible fleece to that back of your stitchery to
hide thread ends and add body to your stitches.
